GOGOL BORDELLO TO RELEASE NEW ALBUM

SUPER TARANTA! ON JULY 9
GYPSY PUNK ROCKERS INVADE FESTIVAL STAGES ACROSS THE GLOBE INCLUDING COACHELLA, BONNAROO, BUMPERSHOOT, T IN THE PARK, READING AND MORE

London – April 26, 2007 – New York’s gypsy punk rockers Gogol Bordello are gearing up to release their forthcoming album SUPER TARANTA!, the highly anticipated Gypsy Punks follow up. “SUPER TARANTA! is humorous and unpredictable,” CMJ declared. “It’s passion of vitality alongside gypsy politics course through [lead singer] Eugene Hutz's veins breeding the album's growing buzz.”  Recorded in New York City and produced by Victor Van Vugt (Nick Cave and The Bad Seeds, PJ Harvey) and Gogol Bordello, SUPER TARANTA! will be released on July 9th on Sideonedummy Records.

According to Gogol Bordello’s frontman and visionary Eugene Hutz, the word SUPER TARANTA! can be found only in the Gogol Bordello dictionary, but is derived from Tarantella, an Italian form of extreme traditional music that was invented to cure women with hysteria. 

Internalizing the spirit of “Sicilian Tarantella,” and providing a deep connection between all forms of rebel music, Gogol Bordello brings an unexpected twist to their Transglobal Gypsy Rebel Rock sound, that launches the band into a new cultural crusade with their idea of New Rebel Intelligence.  

“SUPER TARANTA! is a Gogol Bordello proposition to beat global tensions and hysteria by transforming all negative energy into positive, as Tarantella did in its origin,” says Hutz.  “Gogol Bordello is known for talking about sex, politics, life and the mysteries surrounding our existence all while showing our original and strong visions of the New Rebel Intelligence – the ability of an individual to interpret actions and objects personally despite authoritarian and informational hysteria.” 
SUPER TARANTA! is Gogol Bordello's answer to global hysteria and is the next powerful step in their original direction. Described by Hutz as “conquer the world music,” the new album captures the band’s singular sound which blazed a trail for an influx of Roma-inspired bands and popularized an entirely new genre known as gypsy rock. 

SUPER TARANTA! also marks a mutual goal of the band and producer Victor Van Vugt to work together. Van Vugt was drawn to the band’s artistic originality and underdog spirit early on in their career. This collaboration further illustrates that the band’s slow and steady rise is made of a serious dedication to making music that celebrates unending creativity and originality against all odds. 

In addition to a stellar line-up which includes Eugene Hutz on vocals, guitar and percussion, Sergey Rjabtzev on violin, Yuri Lemeshev on accordion, Eliot Ferguson on drums, Oren Kaplan on guitar, and dancer/percussionists Elizabeth Sun and Pamela Jintana Racine, Gogol Bordello welcomes a new bass player from Ethiopia, Tommy Gobena (Bill Laswell).
Last year, Gogol Bordello not only conquered the US, but took the UK by storm with two sold out tours, a spot on NME’s “Cool List,”  a Pet Sound Record Of The Week on the Jo Whiley Show on BBC’s Radio 1 with their anthem, Start Wearing Purple, a performance on BBC 2's ‘Later With Jools Holland,’ as well as live show that is a thing of legend on both sides of the pond, with frontman Eugene Hutz described as “one of the great rock frontmen. Ever.” (Kerrang Magazine)
