HELLO SAFERIDE

SWEDISH SINGER/SONGWRITER CAPTURES THE SUMMER WITH NEW SINGLE ‘I WAS DEFINITELY MADE FOR THESE TIMES’ ON REGAL THROUGH PARLOPHONE

With a full-on Scandinavian musical invasion upon us thanks to the likes of Peter, Bjorn & John, The Sounds and Robyn, Regal through Parlophone release a double A-sided single from another quality new Swedish artist, HELLO SAFERIDE.

HELLO SAFERIDE have been building a sizeable and loyal fanbase in their home country for the past year and a half, thanks to their razor-sharp lyrics amid sunny Shangri-Las-style tunes, and on 21st May 2007, Regal through Parlophone release a double A-sided ‘I Was Definitely Made For These Times’/’The Quiz’ on vinyl and download.

Fronted by songwriter Annika Norlin, and variously featuring fellow musicians Andreas Soderlund, Maia Hirasawa, Fredrik Hultgren and Jens Lagergren, HELLO SAFERIDE were named after a straight-edge bus driver from a drug-addled small town, and gives some indication of Annika’s song subjects. With a healthy dollop of dry wit, Hello Saferide create acutely-observed fairytales from the most everyday of thoughts or occurrences. The first song Annika ever wrote was a track called ‘Highschool Stalker’ about a young girl who stalks her crush, and proved an internet hit in her homeland.  Her first radio hit in Sweden, ‘My Best Friend’, is about thinking your best friend is so great that you wish you were both lesbians, so you could fall in love.  New single, ‘I Was Definitely Made For These Times’ an upbeat love letter to being born now and not in the past (‘going to the church on Sunday, ruining my TV fun day”) and ‘The Quiz’ details those small questions that you’re desperate to ask on the point of entering a new relationship (‘Do you talk in the middle of Seinfeld/Do you read more than two books a month/Do you get racist or sexist when you’ve had a few/Is it fine if I make more money than you?’).
Her debut album, ‘Introducing…Hello Saferide’ was out in Sweden, Norway, Denmark and Finland in September last year through Razzia Records, and looks set for release in the UK in August.  Details to be announced shortly.  Last year they also released the 6-track EP, ‘Would You Let Me Play This EP 10 Times A Day?’, in Europe.
Full time singer/songwriter, Annika is also a radio presenter, fronting Musikjournalen Live Session, a music show in Sweden.
Annika came to the UK recently with Maia to perform at The Fly Bar to a buzzing crowd, and returns on Monday May 14th & Tuesday May 15th for shows at the Monto Water Rats in Kings Cross. She has also confirmed she will perform twice on the same day at the Great Escape in Brighton on Thursday 17th May at the Corn Exchange (onstage 7pm) and later at The Arc (onstage 10pm).

Hello Saferide are currently in Japan to support the release of ‘Introducing…Hello Saferide’, which is released through Handcuts/Universal, where their track ‘If I Don’t Write This Song, Someone I Love Will Die’ is Hit Pick at one of Japan’s two top radio networks.
