BRIT SINGER/SONGWRITER IMOGEN HEAP IS NOMINATED FOR TWO GRAMMY AWARDS:
BEST NEW ARTIST
BEST SONG WRITTEN FOR MOTION PICTURE, TELEVISION OR OTHER VISUAL MEDIA

IMOGEN HEAP consolidated her success in the US this year by picking up two nominations for the prestigious Grammy Awards.  She was one of five artists nominated in the category of ‘Best New Artist’ and find herself up against two other Brits in the same category, James Blunt and Corrine Bailey Rae.  US R&B rising star Chris Brown and American Idol winner Carrie Underwood are also nominated.

Imogen is also nominated in the category of Best Song Written For Motion Picture, Television or Other Visual Media for her song ‘Can’t Take It In’, the closing theme for box office smash ‘The Chronicles Of Narnia: The Lion, The Witch & The Wardrobe’.  In this category, she is up against Melissa Etheridge, Randy Newman, Mel Brooks and Dolly Parton.

The Grammy Awards take place in Los Angeles on February 11th 2007.
Imogen proved to be one of the UK’s biggest exports Stateside this year, where she racked sales of over 250,000 copies of her latest album ‘Speak For Yourself’, the album she wrote, performed and produced  by herself, in her tiny Bermondsey studio, whilst financing the release of the album by remortgaging her flat on the South Bank.

In October 2005, Imogen licensed the album to RCA Victor in the States, after picking up an unprecedented amount of attention for her track ‘Hide And Seek’, which was played over the climatic scene to the season finale of ‘The OC’ season 2.  A huge internet buzz followed which, through Myspace, saw her fanbase soar, now clocking in at over 4 million profile users and over 250,000  Myspace friends.  She was invited to record her own version of the Leonard Cohen classic ‘Hallelujah’ for the closing scenes of ‘The OC’ season 3 last year,  for the second year running, an episode which also featured another of her tracks, ‘Speeding Cars’.  When ‘Speeding Cars’ was made available as an exclusive download, 40,000 people downloaded the track in the first 24 hours.
In December 2005, Imogen was selected to write the closing theme for ‘The Chronicles Of Narnia’, a box office No.1 hit on both sides of the Atlantic.  The result ‘Can’t Take It In’ featured on the original soundtrack to the film. Imogen’s music had been used in film before (The Garden State, Shrek) and since then, most recently Zach Braff – a long time fan of Imogen’s – used ‘Hide And Seek’ in his latest film, ‘The Last Kiss’, co-starring Rachel Bilson.  One of her tracks, ‘Just For Now’, is also used in the film, ‘The Holiday’, a new romantic comedy starring Jude Law, Cameron Diaz, Kate Winslet and Jack Black, which is currently being heavily trailed in the UK.
2006 saw Imogen complete three sold-out tours of the States, and perform on every major chat show including ‘The David Letterman Show’, ‘The Jay Leno Show’,  and ‘Conan O’Brien’.

Imogen is currently in the United States on tour, with further touring commitments running through to March 2007.  After this, Imogen will go back into her studio to record her new album, as well as working on her first film score.
