GREG DULLI-PRODUCED ALBUM “THE HUSTLER” GETS FULL UK RELEASE FOR FIRST TIME

On 10th April 2006, One Little Indian release a new album from Jeff Klein, entitled ‘THE HUSTLER’.  The album was produced by Afghan Whigs/Twilight Singers frontman Greg Dulli, and recorded in the now devastated New Orleans. ‘The Hustler’s UK release was dogged with problems, which meant the album became one of those hidd en gems, which only his loyal fanbase and a few music lovers have discovered through word of mouth.  Released in the US in July 2005, plans to release the album simultaneously in the UK were postponed due to a heavy US promo schedule, with only limited availability of the album here, but with the enigmatic singer planning to spend a lot more time touring the UK in 2006, ‘The Hustler’ finally gets it’s time in the spotlight.  

‘The Hustler’ is Jeff’s third album release in total, and the second to be released in the UK, following 2003’s ‘Everybody Loves A Winner’, also out on One Little Indian.  If ‘Everybody Loves A Winner’, with it’s sparse, evocative mood helped establish Jeff as a huge rising talent amongst Americana-leaning singer/songwriters, ‘The Hustler’ shows an artist who has truly evolved in terms of sound and direction. ‘The Hustler’ offers a landscape of atmospheric sounds, distorted guitars and electronic drum beats, that loop and soar around lyrics, unflinching in their intimacy.  Jeff set out on ‘The Hustler’ to make every song it’s very own set-piece, with all twelve tracks brought together by Jeff’s nicotine-and-whiskey stained voice, and his brutally honest songwriting, so personal they could have been lifted straight out of his diary.

As well as co-producing ‘The Hustler’ with Mike Napolitano (Joseph Arthur, Blind Melon), Greg Dulli also  provides backing vocals, alongside guest appearances from Ani DiFranco and Soul Asylum’s Dave Pirner.  It was with Dulli’s encouragement that Jeff come to New Orleans to record the album, a place so special Jeff described it as his second home, and the place left it’s mark on the record.  Both the title of the album, and its title track, were named after The Hustler Club in New Orleans, where Dulli and Klein would hang out in between making the album. 

Upfront of and around the album release, Jeff returns to the UK for his own headline shows, where Dulli is rumoured to be making a guest appearance on 21st March, before htting the road wiith Alabama 3’s Robert Love and American avant-garde blues songstress Sandy Dillon at the latter, along with some of his own headlining shows, on the following dates:
